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INTRODLCTION

At their meeting ia Luxembourg oa 27 June 1991, the
Fforeign and Defence Ministers of WEU member States reaffirmed
the central position aow occupied by WEU in the debate oa the
emergence of a zZuropean security and defence identity.

Yinisters ;;¢1ewed the efforts beiang made to promote a
security architecture to guarantee all European States the
peace and security to which they aspire. They poiated to the
complementary role of‘tné three levels around which the
security of their couantries should be organized ia the years
to come: a European level: the Western European Uaion and the
Twelve; an Atlaantic level: the Atlaatic illiance; a
pan-European level: the CSCE.



2. CSCE AND SECURITY NEGOTIATIONS IN EUROPE

Ministers underlined the izportince of the receat CSC:
Laisterial meetiag 1a 3erlin. They stressed the significance
of 1ts conclusions, particularly as regards the
cozplementarity and links existiag between the various
itastitutioas of the SZuropean security architecture, of saich
#zZ0J is a part.

Ministers welcomed the recent initiatives by memker
countries aimed at relaunching the arms coatrol process. They
expressed their resolve to contianue concertation among =ember
States, in consultation with other partners, in order to
develop a joiat approach which takes account of the interests
of Europeans ia every field of arms control.

They welcomed the solution reached ian resolving the
questions regardiag implementation of the CFE Treaty. They
expressed the hope thatrtuhe contisuation of the negotiations
on conventional armed forces would rapidly lead to aa
idditional agreement aimed at strengtheniag stability ia
turope, particularly through measures to limit and, where
necessary, reduce manpower levels.

They also hoped tiat the negotiations on security- and
confidence-building measures would be used further to enhance
tranparency and coafidence in Europe. 7Tith a view to the
jelsinki Conference, they looked forward to beginniag taformal
discussions in September among the 35 on new negotiations on
disarmament and confidence- and security-buildiang within the
CSCE framework.

WEU member States attach a high priority to the
conclusion as soon as possible of an Open Skies agreement.
They call upon the Soviet Unioa to respond positively to the
ideas put forward by the Westera participants in the Open
Skies talks and to join them in renewed negotiations with the
1im of securing an Open Skies agreement by the time of the
delsinki follow-up meeting.




3. JIALOGUEZ ITH THS COUNTRIES OF CENTRAL AND EASTTAN
ZUROPE

The Charzer of Paris marked the openiag of a new era ii
Turcge, =ised :n confidence and cooperation, and it was in
tais spirit a year ago taat Ministers proposed to the new
Jemocracies tkat 1 dialogue be ianitiated; Ministers aow hoped

that thais dialcgue could be given nore depth and breadth.

They vieved the preliminary exchaages as very positive
aad croposed t:e following measures:

- to explore the possibilities of giviaog the dialogue a
Jore political dimension, for example by organizing ad hoc
contacts at Mianisterial level on specific subjects of common
iaterest; .

- to establish information links between the Embassies
of the countries coaceraed and the Secretariat-General, aand
betwveen the goveranment of each of these countries and the
Cmbassy of the Presidency;

- to iatessify the exchanges of view among experts on
subjects of commoa interest followiag, iater alia, the seminar
organized by the WEU [astitute for Security Studies;

In line with the activites already undertaken, it was
also agreed that the WEU Iastitute for Security Studies should
make a number of scholarships available to young researchers
in the countries of Central and Eastera Europe.

Ministers also gave a favourable respoanse to the
invitations from 3ulgaria and Romania to the Secretary-General
of the Organization to undertake a fact-finding visit,
together with a representative of the Presideacy. They
velcomed the iaterest shown by the Soviet Unioa in the
activities of #EU.

In the field of space

With the aim of iatensifying space cooperation within
¥ZU and giving concrete expression to that cooperation,
Mlaisters decided to:

- set up a satellite data interpretation Ceatre whose
immediate task would be to train European experts ia the
photo-interpretation of satellite-derived data, to compile and
process accessible data aad to make those data available to
member States, particularly within the framework of the
verification of arms coatrol agreements, crisis mooitoring and
eavirogmental monitoring. The activities of the Centre will
be reviewed no later than three years after it has entered
iato operation;

- task the ad hoc Sub-Group on Space to pursue studies
on the possibilities for medium- and long-term cooperation on
a European satellite observation system.

In the military field

Ministers restated their resclve to give fresh impetus
to programmes of cooperation among member States.

The meetiang of the Chiefs of Defence Staff ia Paris on
10 April gave further impetus to the discussions uader vay on

the possibilities of developing various forms of practical
cooperation.

Ministers mandated the Defence Representatives Group to
spell out and assess, in liaison with the Special Working
Group, proposals to make cooperation more operational both in
the politico-military field as well as in the military field
proper, covering among other things tasks and the requirements
for coordination and planning structures. The results of this
work will be submitted to Ministers at their next meeting.
